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Preschool Mission Statement

Our Goals for Your Child

 Learning to play cooperatively with their peers: sharing, taking turns, 

resolving conflicts… 

 Learn to obey rules and regulations established by someone other 

than parents/guardians; 

 Develop increasing independence; 

 Grow in attentiveness; 

 Follow directions; 

 Learn the basics of our faith as well as language arts, math, 

science, social studies. 

 Gain better control and strength of both large and small muscles.  

  

 

Preschool Hours  

All classes begin at 8:15am. Those students registered for full days come 

8:15am-3:00pm. Half day students come 8:15am-11:00am. Doors to the 

classroom are open at 8:00am for the convenience of parents. If the child 

arrives prior to the doors opening, a parent is required to stay with the 

child until the door is open or bring the child to the Before Care room for 

adult supervision. Please do not enter the classroom before the scheduled 

times.  

Dismissal will start 5 minutes prior to the end of class times. All children 

should be picked up within 10 minutes of scheduled times. 

Before Care and After Care is available for these children. Please contact 

the school office for details.

Attendance 

We recognize that all future attendance habits and learning skills are 

developed in preschool. Exceptions do occur, such as sickness or family 

vacations. While attending preschool is not mandatory, it is important that 

the child be present on school days.  

Please contact the school office to report the child’s absence; when the 

child returns to school, please provide a note signed by the 

parent/guardian to acknowledge the absence. 

 

 

Immunizations 

The school nurse keeps a copy of all  students’ immunizations on file in the 

school office. If this copy is missing, you will be asked to provide your 

child’s immunization records. It is your responsibility to update your child’s 

record after every new immunization. 
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Germs, Illnesses and Communicable Diseases 

In a classroom of 3, 4 and 5 year old children, germs are a given! The 

teachers’ goal is to keep the germs under control by trying to keep clean 

toys and play surfaces. We have a large bottle of waterless hand sanitizer 

on the teacher’s desk and the children are welcome to use it. Teachers 

remind the children to use a tissue, instead of their hands and then have 

them wash their hands often. 

The most important step toward germ control is to keep your child home if 

he or she is not feeling well. Not only does this keep your child from 

spreading an illness, but also it could keep your child from catching 

something worse. 

Keep your child home from school if your child has:  

 had a fever within the past 24 hours;  

 had any vomiting or diarrhea. (Keep them home until they are able 

to keep solid food in their system.);  

 a contagious illness. This includes: chicken pox, conjunctivitis (pink 

eye), and strep infections. 

 a contagious condition. This includes colds (thick, yellowish 

discharge from their nose or the “sniffles” for more than 4-5 days, or 

a hard cough that shakes the child’s body), head lice, ring worm, 

impetigo and pinworms.  

 an undiagnosed rash; 

 difficulty breathing or lethargy. 

 

 

Medications 

We ask that you do not send medications to school with your child, 

including cough drops, Chap Stick or other lip medications, and 

medicated lotions or creams. 

The exceptions to this are a rescue inhaler and Epipen. Please inform the 

school office and the classroom teacher if this is the case with your child. 

 

 

School Security 

In order to insure the safety of all the school children, all outside exits are 

locked during the school day (8:15am-3:05pm). To enter the school 

building during these times, you will need to push the call button to the 

left of the main door – Door #1. Someone from the office will unlock the 

security door for you. Please exit the building through the same door. 

If you enter the building during the school day, you need to report to the 

school office before going anywhere else in the building. The only 

exception to this is if you bring your child (morning classes) to school after 

the 8:15am bell has rung.
