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 What is SCRIP?  

SCRIP is a fund-raising program that allows us to raise funds by 

selling gift cards and certificates at full face value that we have pur-

chased at a discount. We offer many local and national retailers.  

 

On our SCRIP form, the front page lists all the vendors we carry 

“on-hand”- meaning: No Waiting Necessary.  There may be an oc-

casion when a customer comes up and buys everything we have in 

stock but we usually keep enough of these items to cover our cus-

tomer orders from week to week. 

 

The back side of the SCRIP form lists just some of the items we can 

order for you. We place our orders every Monday morning (by 9:30 

am) and then receive those special order or restocking items usually 

by Wednesday of the same week. When those items come in we can 

call you to pick them up.  

 

In April every year, 50% of the profit each family earns is made 

available for them to direct to their last FACTS  payment of the 

year, to the following year tuition at Queen of Angels, Bishop 

Dwenger or other area schools including the University of St. Fran-

cis!
